CONDITION 3:
· Review SOP/ECP manual

· Begin to assemble all communications equipment used for your operations (SOP/ECP page 5)
· Charge all HTs and spare batteries

· Charge portable battery supplies

· Do a preventative maintenance check on portable generators
CONDITION 2:
· Each Team Leader will contact their team members and determine their awareness of the event and status (SOP/ECP page 7, Appendix C)
· Inventory your “Basic Deployment “ equipment gear (SOP/ECP Appendix J)
· Inventory your “Extended Deployment” equipment gear (SOP/ECP Appendix)
· Insure home and family are prepared and have necessary items in precautions in place
· Top off vehicle fuel tanks
· Monitor the Portsmouth W4POX Repeater 146.850 or other frequency if directed (SOP/ECP page 6)
CONDITION 1:
· Load all personal mobilization gear and prepare for assignment and or instructions

· Continually monitor the Portsmouth Emergency Net

CONDITION 0:

· Stand Down

· Replenish any equipment and or supplies used

· Ensure mobilization gear is back in readiness condition
